This is to notify you of authority to proceed with your relocation work for MoDOT Job No. J3P0422, Route 27 in Clark County.  We concur with the low bid received from F&J Richmond & Co., Inc., in the amount of $114,330.50.  You are authorized to begin construction once a permit has been obtained from David Day, the North Area Permit Specialists.

We are in the process of staking for right of way for condemnation on this project, so we should have most of the areas staked for your project.  Please let me know if you need additional stakes in advance so I can get the survey crew scheduled to do this.  Please advise your workers to take every precaution to preserve the right of way markings for the use of other utilities and property owners.  Our survey crew has a full schedule and remarking right of way due to carelessness adds unnecessary delays to their normal workload.

Under the actual cost type of agreement, all costs should be itemized and billed at actual cost.  Federal-aid reimbursement is limited to direct and indirect costs directly related to utility relocation work necessitated by the construction of a federal-aid highway project.  MoDOT must approve any increase in the agreed to cost before the cost is incurred.  Please remember to keep all costs documented for auditing purposes.
